11/090 News from Eden District Council (EDC) and Cumbria County Council
David Huxley (EDC) reported: 

· Refuse collections will continue to be weekly within the Eden area.

· Discussions continue regarding reorganisation to manage the budget deficit. The place of work for some employees may change to the Town Hall building with a possible sale of ‘Mansion House’. It has been discussed previously that EDC may share a chief executive with Carlisle District Council however this is not planned at present.
· Following questions from members of the parish council regarding the most suitable way to collect recyclable waste, it was reported that discussions within EDC are ongoing.

· There is the possibility of sharing IT services with South Lakeland District Council

4. If it is considered necessary the clerk will apply for an extension to the reply deadline or an extraordinary meeting can be called. 
5. Planning applications which require a response prior to the next parish council meeting but are not considered to include any contentious issues will be reviewed by the planning group. The clerk will then give their considered response to Eden Planning Department and will inform the parish council members at the next parish council meeting.

11/104 Parish Stones

The following grants have been offered for the reinstatement of the parish stones:

£400.00 - ‘Vale of Eden’
£1000.00 - ‘Friends of the Lake District’

The estimated cost of the project is £3150.00
The parish council will consider contributing towards the cost of this project.

The LDNPA has offered the services of their volunteer wardens to help with the project.

The stone at Raven Crags was pushed into the ground by an avalanche a few tears ago. John Roland has offered to lift the stone with suitable lifting equipment.

11/105 Land Registry
The parish council is making progress towards the registration of parish land.
11/106 Broadband 
The ‘Northern Fells Broadband’ group is continuing to make good progress with this project. It is likely that a ‘Community Interest Company’ will need to be formed to access possible grants.
